· Please take out the trash and generally pickup. 

· Wipe down the kitchen counters and sweep. 

· Load and start the dishwasher and remove your food from the fridge. 

· Place chairs and furniture back the way you found them. 

· If you used the Bar-B-Q pit, please wipe down the grill and dump the cold ashes (leave any reusable briquettes). 

Thank you for taking about ½ an hour to spiff up before you leave. This will also help you find your last minute belongings.  We will have only a few hours before the next guests arrive, so all you can do to pick up will be appreciated. By getting your help, this helps us keep the cleaning fees down – and don’t have to pass it on to you!

The Captain – Galveston – Details & Rules

It is our dream to create a family atmosphere for the enjoyment of our guests. Please remember – this is our HOME – and you are invited to share our enjoyment of it. The History of this gorgeous home: built before 1880, survivor of the Great 1900 Hurricane, originally a corner store with the owners living on the 2nd & 3rd floors and located in the East End Historical District one block off Broadway, 3 blocks from UTMB and 5 short blocks to Stewart Beach.

We are not furnished ALL FLUFFY – like a typical Bed and Breakfast, and we are not HUM-DRUM like a Holiday Inn or other Beach rental. The character of this “Old Corner Store” comes through in the old SODA FOUNTAIN BAR Kitchen, and naval/nautical decorations. Think of us as “Going to Grandma’s House”!!

Two bedrooms are on the 2nd floor with two additional bedrooms carved out of the attic. The 4th floor roof patio – is the “Talk of the neighborhood!” Then there’s the indoor hot tub! The yard is a small wrap-a-round walk through an arbor with beautiful decorations of seashells and birds. We definitely do no have a Typical Home in the Historic District!

The following guidelines and policies will help assure your resort vacation pleasure, and will answer many of your questions. We encourage you to review the following:
Rental Policy: We rent to families, Companies, and Corporations. The responsible Guest must be 25 year of age to register and will be held responsible for the condition of the house when the rental period is over. Any use of our home for purposes other than small corporate rentals (with meetings), family vacations, wedding families or affairs listed above, must be addressed at the time of the reservation. We DO NOT rent to prom groups, school groups, spring break groups, fraternities, or sororities unless Parental Supervision is documented and financial responsibility signed with request for a larger security deposit.
Interiors: This is our Private Home and is furnished for our needs and tastes. Every effort has been made to insure all descriptions are accurate; however we are not responsible for changes we make in furnishings, bedding, and equipment. The home has central air and heat. There is a full bath on the first & second floors. The bathrooms will have minimum 6 rolls of toilet paper – if you will need more, please bring them with you. The second floor also has an area by the 2nd floor bath – with a sink and drain area for primping. 

Telephones:  409-762-7461 - There is a phone line in the house and there are various phones throughout the house. All local calls, calling card calls, 800 calls, and operator-assisted calls are free. You will need a calling card or credit card for long distance calls. Recommend – to bring your cell phone. (information is now a charged call – so will not be available – there is a local directory on the bar)

Security: The house is furnished with a security system and both monitored and self-contained smoke detectors. If the system goes off, please enter the code furnished to you. If you desire to set the system while you sleep or are away, please follow the furnished directions. Remember that the first floor has a motion detector – and if you set the system at night – please put up the child gate at the top of the stairs to remind you to disarm the system from the pad at the top of the stairs - before you go for that midnight snack! There are also two fire extinguishers. 
Entertainment: The house has 3 rooms with TVs and basic cable installed. On the 1st floor there is a TV plus a VCR/DVD and tape library. In the Master Bedroom there is a TV with a Nintendo 64, controllers and games connected.

The 1st floor Library also has a poker table, board games, cards & chips, dominoes, and other entertainment items plus a full library from children’s books to Galveston history books.

Dining: There is a table with leaves that can seat up to 6 plus the poker table that can seat up to 6. There are 3 bar stools for added seating at the bar. If you need more, please pull out the banquet tables and chairs that are stored in the garage. (up to 12 additional seating) There is also a table and 4 chairs on in the 2nd floor Parlor. Additional folding chairs and lawn chairs also can be found by entrance to Roof Top patio.
Babies: There is one high chair and one stair gate available for child proofing the stairs (top or bottom). There is also a play yard (portable playpen-crib) with changing tray with two sheets for bottom pad.

Pets are Allowed: Small Pets are allowed (30 lbs and under). They will need to be restricted to the 2nd floor wet bar area via closed Dutch doors during the evening hours and when you are away. There is a small doggie door from the Kitchen to the fenced small high fenced yard. A $25 non-refundable deposit is required and due at check-in. Evidence of pet “accidents” will result in loss of the entire security deposit. (There are pet cleaning products in the pantry – Carpet Fresh, Carpet Cleaner, etc) Also - be aware, there is a Sand Flea that inhabits Galveston beaches and surrounding areas. There is a large washtub in the garage that can be used to bath your pet after a visit to the beach. Be sure to bring appropriate pet shampoo. There are older towels stored near the washer that can be used to dry Fido. Also – please be sure your pet is DRY before reentering the house.
Bedrooms: Sleeps up to 20+ adults 

2nd Floor - Two larger bedrooms are located on the 2nd floor. There is no elevator. The stairs are nice and wide and uncarpeted. 

Bedroom 1 has 2 Queen beds plus love seat & Cable TV (Sleeps 4 or more). 1 Q is a Craftmatic
Bedroom 2 has 2 Queen beds & Cable TV (Sleeps 4). 

3rd Floor – Two smaller bedrooms are located on the 3rd floor. The stairs are steeper and carpeted. 

Bedroom 3 has 2 twin beds and a Double Futon (Sleeps 4). 

Bedroom 4 has 2 twin beds and a Double Futon (Sleeps 4). 

Include the Queen Sofabed on the first floor, the other large sofas, and you can sleep up to 5 more adults. (ask about 2 sleeping bags, and 2 single rollaways, we have available).

Roof Patio: Located on the roof (FLOOR 4), the roof patio gives a panoramic view of the entire city. The patio has patio umbrellas, seating,  and railing.  Access is through Bedroom #4. The stairs are similar to an attic access drop down stairs. The opening to the roof patio is to remain closed when not in use – hot air swirls down these stairs and causes bedroom 4 to stay warm – unless the roof access door is kept closed. The same with cold air in the Winter months. If you remain on the roof, please close the hatch too.

Hot Tub: We have a large Hot Tub! It is the size you would find in most health clubs - large enough for 8 adults. The hot tub is located in a “tropical hut” in the garage. It is fantastically decorated with a ship’s wheel and ceiling fan. The water is kept balanced by a pool service (using the garage entrance for your privacy). Please leave it as you found it.  No pets allowed in the Hot Tub area or water. This is a pleasure all our guests love the most! We would like to keep it healthy for all to use. It has Jacuzzi jets and 4 cycle combinations with and without heat. Please supervise children and monitor the water level. Please rinse sand and salt off before entering via the outdoor shower.

Parking & Garage: There is a 1-car garage and parking for up to 1 car on the driveway. Up to 5 more cars will fit at the curb. If your stay is during the week, there is a restriction of no more that 5 cars on the street. There are also 2 new adult size bicycles and an adult Tricycle with an air pump – for your riding pleasure. Please see the instructions for the combination locks – and lock them when leaving them unattended. We are also working on restoring a bicycle-built-for-two.
Kitchen: The kitchen is equipped for the number of people the house accommodates. It has full table service, pots & pans, mixing bowls & ovenware, electric can opener, toaster, etc. We ask that you leave these clean and put away. (at least start the dishwasher) Please remove all unused foodstuffs prior to check out. There are some condiments in the fridge and makings for coffee.

There will also be necessities in the pantry (under the stairs) – like flashlights, batteries for the smoke detectors, light bulbs, and in the “junk drawer” there are small tools, sewing kit, first aid kit, nail kit, fire extinguisher, etc. If you will need any other supplies, please bring them with you. There are also a few first aid items in the first floor bathroom like Band-Aids, alcohol, peroxide, and first aid cream.


Linens: The sleeping arrangements will have enough linens (Pillows, two sheets, light blankets, spreads, etc) for one change each (linens in the Master Bedroom). The baths are furnished with towels and washcloths for the number of people the house accommodates – again enough for two baths for each guest. Any further changes will be the responsibility of the guest.  You may use the washer and dryer.

Pamper Service: $50 add’l per day for up to 12 guests. ($2.50 ea for add’l guests) Beds will be made; kitchen and baths cleaned, fresh bathroom linens supplied, and all areas will be cleaned and vacuumed as needed.  There will also be a full hot gourmet breakfast prepared and served at your requested time.

Laundry: There are full laundry facilities on site. Feel free to do any of your laundry. Also – please DO NOT wash any items just returned from the beach. Allow them to dry, shake them thoroughly to get rid of excess sand – then wash. After washing – Please rinse the washer and dryer out – to remove any residues of sand. There will be a small amount of laundry detergent and fabric softener available. Please bring extra with you if your stay is longer.

Maid Service: Please treat this as your own home. To reduce costs – we have maid service only between visits and weekdays for Pamper Rentals. If you desire the beds to be made and baths to be cleaned during your stay, please indicate at reservation time (There is a $25 a day maid charge). Vacuum, broom, cleaning products can all be found in the garage, in the pantry, or under the sink. Also – please take the trash regularly to the garage cans – we have service to take out the garbage cans for the city pickup.

Check-In/Check-Out: Our local arrangements are handled from our permanent home-located just blocks away. Weekend rentals available for Friday arrival (after 3 pm) and Sunday departure (before 1 pm) and Weekly rentals must include a full weekend. Also additional days may be added to a weekend or weekly stay  – if available. Late checkouts will be assessed an additional fee. Please let us know if you need to arrive early. If there are no renters prior to your arrival, we will be glad to allow you earlier access. 
Reservation Deposits and Payment Methods: Advance reservations required with the $250 security deposit. And unless otherwise stated in contract, at least 50% of total rental fee due 7 days prior to arrival date and balance due at check in. We accept Checks (for deposits and advance payments), Cash, VISA, MasterCard, Discover, & American Express. Security Deposit will be refunded within 5 days (via credit card credit or check) or upon checkout – if Cash payment.

Cancellation Policy: Cancellations are required 1 month (30-days) before the arrival date and are subject to a $25 cancellation fee, refunded within 5 days of the cancellation date. Cancellations within 30 days will forfeit deposit (Full advanced rental fees will be refunded).

Eviction Policy: If we ask the renter to leave for breaking any of these states rules, the full rental fee and deposits will NOT be refunded.
Theft or Damage: We understand that accidents do happen – even with well-trained pets, kids, and husbands. Please let us know of any broken or damaged item so that we can have it repaired or replaced. The fair value of repairing the damage and/or relative replacement value will be deducted from the security deposit. If you are found to be DELIBERATELY NEGLEGENT in the destruction or theft of any property in, around, or to the house itself, you will lose the entire security deposit, we will bill you for the amount above the deposit, and we will file criminal charges of vandalism. We have a ZERO TOLERANCE policy when it comes to Theft or Vandalism. We take it personally – this is our HOME!
Smoking: Smoking allowed on the roof patio, Hot Tub, and Garage areas only. Please use furnished ashtrays and do not throw ashes or butts from the roof, on garage floor or in Hot Tub area. Smoking inside the house will result in loss of the entire security deposit. 
Keys & Parking: A maximum of two sets of keys, and 5 parking permits will be issued at check-in (If staying weekdays). Please make sure these are returned – or – again the cost of replacement will be deducted from your deposit. This is a Historical restricted area and more than one car on the street requires a special permit (Weekdays 8-5 only). We can contact the city and make arrangements for more vehicles – please let us know when you make your reservations.

Lost & Found: Items left will be held for 30 days and labeled with the date found. Upon proper identification of item, the lost item can be mailed to you at your expense.
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
